The BSZ 18 drill/driver offers 20 torque settings and a drill setting, with forward and reverse modes.  It can drill up to 1/2" holes in mild steel and up to 1-3/16" holes in soft wood, and the onboard Variospeed electronics allow infinite no-load speeds up to 1,450 rpm.  

The drill/driver also features Metabo’s spindle lock for one-handed bit changing using a 

1/2” keyless chuck, as well as an ergonomic, rubber-coated T-handle with a built-in clip that holds a screw driving bit.  The BSZ 18 uses a smooth gear change mechanism with 

3-level planetary gears to extend tool life and has a built in fan to help keep the motor cool under load.
