The SB18 LTX hammer drill/driver features a dual range torque adjustment, Variospeed full-wave electronic speed control providing the user the ability to easily adjust speed from the 
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lowest to highest value, a one-handed chuck system and a built-in LED worklight for easier visibility in dark spaces.  In addition, Metabo’s versatile SB18 LTX drill/driver is more compact and lighter than other models in its class.

The ASE18 LTX reciprocating saw features Metabo’s Quick tool-less blade change system, adjustable shoe and an ergonomic handle with rubber coating for user comfort. 

Metabo’s KSA18 LTX circular saw features bevel cutting to 50 degrees, a spindle lock, an 18-tooth carbide-tipped saw blade, a chip blower and an LED light that lights the cut line, as well as a cutting depth indicator.

The ULA 14.4-18 halogen flashlight is a compact, ergonomically-friendly hand lantern with a 4.4 W halogen bulb that works for almost 10 hours on a single charge.  The ULA 14.4-18 features a focusable light beam for illuminating the exact area on which a user is working.  The swivel head of the flashlight can be locked in any one of six positions.
